When a J-1 scholar or intern comes to UTK, he/she is assigned to a host professor or other staff member for the duration of the visit.   
It is the host=s responsibility to assist the scholar/intern as needed, collaborate with, or supervise (as appropriate) the scholar/intern in
research or other program activities, make sure he/she is integrated in department activities, and notify the Center for International
Education if/when the scholar/intern is absent from The University for more than thirty days (as required by U.S. law), or finishes the
program early.  Sometimes it is necessary to change the host assigned to the scholar or intern.   This is allowed as long as the activities
and “program goals@ of the scholar/intern will not change substantially, and as long as the new host professor agrees to take on the
responsibility of the host.

If the host will change, this form should be completed and signed by the new host and the department head and sent to The UT Center
for International Education, 1620 Melrose Avenue (3531).
