 1st kind of emergent writing
* Notices humps, crosses, squiggles

 Knows that letterlike forms of print carry
the message, not drawing

Words

Notices that sounds map onto letters
Notices letter names carry sound
Spells with single letters

Writes memorized words

Message Is 1 or 2-word labels, captions,
lists






“My dad, my dog.”



Sentences

Includes at least 1 line of words
Writes words left to right

Includes some spacing

Spells with letter names, some vowels



“I| like to play with my friends.”
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Text Writing

Includes more than 1 sentence
Relates ideas

May be single event described in simple
setting

May be simple listing of attributes
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"The whale can't come cut of the water.
| can get out of the water.”

use initial letters to get mouth ready

Sounds Kids

Use pictures to pretend read with intonation &
book language

Recognize that print, not pictures, carries the
message

Know more than 10 letters
Recognize own name
May write own name

Write letters or letter-like forms to represent a
message

Reads the message back differently each
time



Teach Sounds Kids

Awareness of sounds of oral language

Reread songs, chants for small group
shared reading

Model picture sorts for rnyme &
beginning sounds

Add letter headers & partner spelling
Mix & fix wall words
Word hunts for sight words
